resistance to injury… but I say to you love your 

enemies, pray for your persecutors… you must be 

perfected as your heavenly father is perfect.” 

The letter of the law reads one way, but the spirit of 

the law as taught by Jesus and which we are to    

follow  demands much more. To turn the other 

check, and eliminate the word “hate” from our life 

and vocabulary is not easy, but it is His command.
